After completing 30 hours, students are 
encouraged to request an official degree plan by using the online Degree Plan 
Request form. Students who have questions about their degree plan should 
contact the office of the dean of the Paul Engler College of Agriculture and 
Natural Sciences, which is located in the Happy State Bank Academic & Research 
Building, Suite 262 (phone 806-651-3570). Students who have completed 45 hours 
will not be allowed to progress without requesting a degree plan.
